RMI-US Compact MOU is light on details aside from funding

The basic breakdown of how
the money will be divided

Foreign Mimster Kitlang Ka-
bua and White House Presidential
Envoy for Compact Negotiations
Ambassador Joseph Yun signed a
memorandum of understanding
in Los Angeles in mid-January
establishing the framework for
ongoing Compact of Free Asso-
ciation negotiations.

It also establishes the funding
amounts that the US wall provide
during the proposed 20-year term
of the third Compact grant and
funding agreement. US authori-
ties pushed the RMI to sign the
MOU before the end of January
reportedly so they could nsert
specific funding amounts into
the Biden Adminmistration’s fis-
cal year 2024 budget, which is
usually submitted to Congress in
February.

Kabua has not shared details
of the MOU publicly but did
provide paper copies of the short
memorandum of understanding

to all members of Nitijela.

In addition to listing numerous
financial figures, the MOU con-
firms that the US “plans to con-
tinue” all federal programs and
services currently provided to
RMI by US law as well as those
specifically named in the Com-
pact’s Federal Programs and Ser-
vices Agreement.

The three-page MOU does
not spell out a lot of detail as to
use of funding. but lists specific
money amounts. A final draft of
the MOU shows the following
money figures listed for the Mar-
shall Islands:

* 550 million annually for “sec-
tors to be mutually agreed.”

* 58 million annually for 20
vears for “additonal health-
care needs” and a one-time $20
million payment in FY2024 to
implement “joint healthcare pro-

* 520 million in FY2024 to
“obtain additional assistance and
to provide techmical assistance
and expertise to enable Marshall
Islands to cope with challenges
from climate change...”™

* $30 million in FY2024: $20
million for environmental feasi-
bility studies and technical stud-

1es, and $10 million for environ-
mental programs.

* 515 million in FY2024: $10
million to improve accessibility
of documents relating to the US
nuclear testing program, and $5
million for the Marshall Islands
to establish a related museum and
research facility.

* $132 million in FY2024 to
implement the Kwajalein Atoll
Masterplan.

* $22 million in FY 2024 for the
Supplemental Education Grant
for education and job-traiming.

* 5200 million in FY2024,
2025, and 2026, and $100 mil-

lion FY2027 for a “repurposed”
Trust Fund “for priorities deter-
mined by the Marshall Islands in
accordance with procedures to be
mutually agreed.”

Aside from money, the MOU
notes that the plan 1s to negotiate
a provision for a review process
prior to the termination of the
new 20-year funding agreement
in 2044. It also notes that the two
countries agree to include in the
Compact a provision about con-
tinuation of federal programs and
direct economic assistance be-
yond FY2044 at the same levels
subject to mutual agreement.
